The region 
haswitnessedgloryduringtheeraofKakatiyadynastyinthemedieval
period.Thisartbecameextinctduetolackofpopularity. Later during 
the period of NizamNawab, this art 
wasgivenlifeduetothenoblepatronageofthisart. 
Pembarthi has a rich history of outstanding workmanship of 
theMetal workers,renowned for their rare skills and theCraft is 
atestament to the skill and creativity of the Vishwakarmas 
andtheir long-standinglegacy.

on a brass metal sheet fixed on lakka is a skill that is mastered by the artisans
